- Has this student undertaken an ambitious and noteworthy thesis project? 
- Has this student’s contribution to a research project provided invaluable 

support and assistance? 
- Has your nominee taken the initiative to conduct an independent study 

project? 
Internship/ Co-Op 

Experience 

- What hands-on experience opportunities has your nominee undertaken? 
- Has your nominee assisted in identifying and coordinating work 

experiences for other students? 
- Through recent internships or co-op experiences, has your nominee already 

proved to be an invaluable employee? 
ITE Service - If currently serving as an ITE student chapter officer, describe your 

nominee’s exceptional leadership qualities. 
- Does your nominee invest a generous amount of time in ITE activities?
